On August 5, a team
of seven scuba divers com-
pleted a dive across the Eng-
lish Channel from Shakespeare
Cliffs in Dover, England to
Cape Gris Nez, France. The
event was a fund-raiser for
The Orchid Cancer Appeal, an
organization which promotes
awareness for male cancers.
The team achieved a World
Record by becoming the first
people to relay swim across
the English Channel underwa-
ter using scuba equipment.

The event was touted
as “10,000 Millimeters Under
the Sea” because the team of
divers took turns swimming at
a depth of 10 m for half hour
intervals. The section of the
Channel the team crossed is
21 miles long, though the dis-
tance can vary due to tidal
movements. The entire dive
took 11 hours and 55 minutes.

While underwater, the
divers maintained radio con-
tact with the support boat,
but were “alone” throughout
the dive. The Neptune System
was used to keep communica-
tion lines open throughout the
dive. Each diver wore a Nep-
tune 1l NIRA mask and GSM
communication unit. An M-105
surface unit was used on the

boat to maintain contact with
the divers.

The challenges facing
the divers included cold tem-

peratures, poor Vvisibility,
strong currents, and heavy
shipping lane traffic. Add the
possibilities of bad weather,
sea sickness, exhaustion, or
equipment malfunction and
the difficulty of completing
such a dive becomes appar-
ent. In fact, the event was
originally planned for Septem-
ber of 2005 to mark the Or-
chid Cancer Appeal’s 10" an-
niversary, but poor weather
conditions made the dive too
dangerous and the event was
postponed until this year.
However, all the
preparations paid off with the
successful Channel crossing.
The organizers not only
achieved a World Record dive,
but also raised money for the
research of male cancers.

Improvements in Communication

Each year Ocean REEF
develops new equipment
while also improving upon ex-
isting products. Here is a pre-
view of some new develop-
ments for the 2007 product
line.

The GSM underwater
transceiver unit now has three
times the autonomy of previ-
ous generations of the unit.
When using a single 9 volt al-
kaline battery, the autonomy
of the unit is approximately
30 hours in standby mode. The
M101A underwater receiver
unit has also undergone an
upgrade. The M101A unit’s
total battery autonomy has
been increased to approxi-
mately 30 hours, three times
the autonomy of previous gen-
erations of this unit.

A new addition to the
Ocean REEF line of communi-
cations products is the M100,
a portable surface transceiver
unit. It is designed to respond
to the demands of divers in
action. The main unit may be
worn on the surface opera-
tor’s belt. A headphone/
microphone connects to this
main unit. A 10 meter trans-
ducer cable connects to the
main unit and is lowered in to

the water; the operator may
control the depth of the trans-
ducer. The M100 is high per-
formance, compact, and easy
to use. It allows surface sup-
port to move about while still
maintaining contact with the
divers below.

The GSM and M101A
are already in circulation. The
M100 is still in production and
will be available in November
to coincide with DEMA Show

Orlando Dive Adventure

For years, visitors to
Walt Disney World’s Epcot
Center have marveled at The
Living Seas Pavilion which
houses a six million gallon in-
door aquarium with more than
65 species of marine life.
Now, through a program
called Epcot DiveQuest, certi-
fied scuba divers can dive in
The Living Seas coral reef ac-
companied by a Disney diver.

If you think diving in a
tank offers little room to ex-
plore, just remember this
aquarium is big enough to fit
Spaceship Earth, Epcot’s sig-
nature dome, completely in-
side. The over 8,000 inhabi-
tants include sharks, sea tur-
tles, eagle rays, and tropical
fish. Plus, calm water, excel-
lent visibility, and zero cur-
rent make for ideal diving
conditions.

The experience lasts 3
hours with about 45 minutes
of actual dive time. DiveQuest
takes place daily, but divers
must reserve their time slot in
advance. In order to prevent
contamination of the water,

all scuba equipment is pro-
vided; however, divers may
use their own masks.

Family and friends can
view the dive through the
aquarium’s observation win-
dows. All dives are video
taped and divers may pur-
chase the video. Afterwards,
divers each receive a certifi-
cate of completion, a t-shirt,
and refreshments.

The cost for DiveQuest
is $140 per person. NAUI or SSI
certified divers may receive a
discount, so ask before book-
ing. Admission to the theme
park is not included in the
cost, nor is it required to par-
ticipate. All proceeds from
DiveQuest go to the Disney
Wildlife Conservation Fund.
